Colonel Robert C. Lilly graduated from Saint Michael’s College in 
Vermont and served in the United States Air Force for 27 years as a 
communications officer.  He and his wife Marilyn raised 5 children. He 
retired in 1991 as a full bird Colonel.  Bob and his wife Marilyn moved to 
Newcomb in 1995.  Bob loved the property, the lakes close by and the ability 
to climb mountains, literally from his back yard. While in retirement, Bob 
has been an active volunteer in many community based organizations and 
initiatives. 

The Adirondack Foundation was created to help philanthropically inclined 
individuals and families maximize the impact of their giving.
