Through the Adirondack Park Instituteôs (API) Small Grants 

Program, funding was provided to school groups and organizations 

providing the opportunity to visit the Adirondacks.  These groups 

engaged in diverse programs including in-class and outdoor 

activities. Focused programs included such topics as food webs with 

activities that highlighted producers, consumers, and decomposers; 

how animals prepare for winter; an owl program which included a 

night walk; and, an overview of beaver ecology and monitoring.
